As part of MAXWAVE, and EU research project, the Met Office, in collaboration with five research organisations in Europe, aims to identify the sea condition in which rogue waves – the term given to ocean waves of exceptional height and steepness- develop. 

Using state-of-the-art computer models that can forecast the ocean wave energy spectrum, along with detailed observations of the sea surface from laser sensors and satellite-borne radar, known rogue wave events can be analysed. 

If funded, a second phase of the work could also provide probability data for predicting survival sea conditions.

Electronic navigational chart (ENC) coordinating centre Primar Stavanger, is introducing a free trial for vessels considering joining its service.

A revision of its pricing regime for ENCs aimed at users with short-term chart requirements has also been announced.

Agreed with the centre’s cooperating hydrographic offices, the trial will allow ships to select from more than 1 100 ENCs from nine nations without charge for a three-month period. 

This offer reflects an acknowledgement that considerable confusion continues to prevail about the difference between ENCs and other official and unofficial chart services.

Primar Stavanger believes that the reluctance of many ship owners to take advantage of this new and better chart service can best be overcome by allowing them to test it for a time. 

“We think that many more potential users will thereby appreciate the benefits of moving from other raster and vector services to ENCs,” says marketing manager Rune H Johnsen.

“Only ENCs authorized by a Hydrographic Office are permitted, under International Maritime Organisation (IMO) regulations, for navigation on an Electronic Chart Display and Information System (ECDIS) without use of updated paper charts.”

Primar Stavanger’s recommended sales price for a large ENC which is the equivalent of a paper chart stands at USD 24, including weekly updates for one year.

The centre is now also offering ENCs with a six-month update subscription at half the price – i.e. USD 12 per large ENC.

This offer is specially designed to meet the needs of shipping companies and other users with seasonal trading patterns, such as cruise liners.

The V-103/2 standard provides those completing the course with key skills and the competence required to oversee VTS operations, including the ability to anticipate and address potentially serious incidents before they occur.

The new standard meets a recognised demand for VTS training above the basic level, bringing the UK into line with International Maritime Organization (IMO) and European Union guidelines on the training and certification of VTS personnel.

ABS Council supports maritime security initiatives

Strong support for a proposed comprehensive series of maritime security initiatives was expressed by the ABS Council at its semi-annual meeting in New York yesterday following detailed presentations on the subject by ABS executives. 
"New demands will be placed on classification societies when the proposed IMO International Ship and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS Code) comes into effect," said ABS Chairman and CEO Frank J. Iarossi after the meeting. The ISPS Code is expected to be adopted by the IMO at the upcoming Diplomatic Conference in December. It is expected to enter into force on 1 July 2004. The ABS is currently developing security related services in anticipation of ISPS Code adoption.

In addition, ABS will be seeking early recognition as a Recognized Security Organization (RSO) by all the principal flag states with which it currently maintains agreements. 

The 60-strong Council is drawn from the more than 800 members of the classification society to provide guidance to the Chairman and management of the society. It includes prominent members of the shipowning, insurance and regulatory sectors.

Wallenius Lines uses iOra shipboard intranet system

Shipping line Wallenius Lines has announced plans to install an intranet system onboard its vessels, produced by iOra, communicating data over GSM (mobile phone communications) when the ships are near shore and Inmarsat -B when the ships are in the open ocean.

The intranet system will be used to deliver safety and cargo information from the head office to the fleet of vessels, including quality manuals, maintenance and purchasing information, and HR information.

iOra claims that Wallenius has achieved a 35 per cent reduction in data communications costs by using its system in a trial, which has led to the system being used in the whole fleet.

Wallenius was very keen to enable ships to communicate with the rest of the organisation several times a day, iOra says. The company believes that that it can improve productivity and compliance with legislation.

"We are constantly striving to find new ways of improving business processes and reducing costs," comments Goran Bjork, CIO at Wallenius Lines.

"The amount of critical data we share with the fleet is only ever going to increase and iOra offers a way of increasing the information flow while reducing the costs by at least 35%."

"This is a smooth way to keep control of the wide spread communication of documents that are frequently changing."

"We transmit critical data from our intranet and the maintenance and procurement systems. We also transmit valuable information on weather reporting, it is vital to keep the crew up to date," the company says.

The service is also going to be used for providing crew with current affairs and information from special interest sites. The crew can also access and browse Wallenius intranet and various websites offline from onboard ship, with the data downloaded daily to the ship.

Each vessel has a local area network onboard with 10 workstations, server, and periphery equipment such as printers and digital cameras.

According to iOra, Wallenius is now considering using the technology for its travelling land based staff, to improve flow of information.

Wallenius Lines operates more than 60 vessels and claims to be the world's leading operator of RoRo vessels.

The company hopes that seafarers will use the service in internet cafes or at home, and eventually from onboard the ship itself, once shipboard internet access becomes more widespread.

It provides seafarers with advice about safety, legislation, job opportunities, how to make the most money and how to find lost colleagues. An annual fee of $10 will be charged.


Maersk to retrofit vessels with Fleet 77

Shipping line Maersk has embarked on a program to fit its vessels with Fleet 77 terminals, following its participation in the Fleet 77 field trials.

In the field trial, a Thrane and Thrane terminal was fitted onboard Chastine Maersk, a 6,000 TEU vessel engaged in trade between Sweden and the US West Coast, going through all Inmarsat Ocean Regions on its route via the Atlantic, the Mediterranean, the Suez Canal, the Indian Ocean, Singapore, Japan, the Pacific and the US.

The trial was implemented and monitored by Henrik Schmidt, head of IT and communications at A P Moller, along with his colleague Torsten Svanholm, senior superintendent engineer, with data going through Telenor’s EIK land earth station.

The main advantages of Inmarsat Fleet, the company says, is the faster (64

kbps) and lower cost data transfer available over the Fleet ISDN service. Maersk vessels send on average 300 kilobytes of data a day, which is not really practical to send over Inmarsat –M, which the company had been using.

A P Moller is much more interested in Fleet’s ISDN capability, rather than the packet data service. “ISDN is undoubtedly the best feature of F77 as it is cost effective and suits our current software, much of which was developed in house by Mærsk Data,” comments Mr Schmidt.

However the company recognises the potential benefits of the packet data service, which would enable it effectively to treat the shipboard computer in exactly the same way as all of the other 40,000 computers in the company.

“Fleet F77 makes it possible for the ship to become another node in our global network,” comments Mr Svanholm.

“MPDS would be particularly suitable if an onboard engineer cannot identify or fix a problem. An online link with the manufacturer, where the engineer could take advantage of instant chat messaging and send diagnostic data together with digital images, could greatly aid fault finding. This could save time out of service and therefore save money.”

“The aim is not to replace engineers on ships - I don't see a cost benefit for total remote monitoring as we would have to have a 24 hour monitoring office."
