In July of 2002, the State University of New York (SUNY) Maritime College awarded the Buffalo Computer Graphics / Transas Marine USA team the contractfor replacement of their existing full mission ship simulator. 

The simulator system includes a comprehensive Instructor control, monitoring anddebriefing station, along with a seven visual channel full mission mainbridge simulator designed to meet DNV Class 'A' navigational simulatorstandards. 

At the core of the system is Transas Marine's industry leadingNavi Trainer Professional simulation software with a comprehensive set of highly detailed vessel and geographic models. The bridge is designed to be flexible enough to be adapted for a number of specific marine training programs in the future and includes stimulated ARPA/Radar units, ECDIS, andthe latest generation of large screen displays for its visualization.

NEW YORK SEN. CHARLES SCHUMER AND NEW JERSEY CONGRESSMAN ROBERT MENENDEZ CO-ANNOUNCE 'SMART AND SECURE TRADELANES' ON THE EASTERN SEABOARD TO IMPROVE SECURITY OF U.S.-BOUND OCEAN CARGO CONTAINERS Groundbreaking Public /Private Partnership between Multi-National Transportation Companies, Governments, and Major International Shippers Takes Action to Transform and Secure the Global Supply Chain From End-to-End. NEW YORK CITY AND NEWARK, NEW JERSEY - Sept. 27, 2002 - At concurrent press conferences today in New York City and Newark, Sen. Charles Schumer (D-New

York) and Congressman Robert Menendez (13-NJ), vice chairman of the Democratic Caucus, joined with the Strategic Council on Security Technology to co-announce the launch of the Smart and Secure Tradelanes initiative in three major Atlantic tradelanes that include the Port of New York-New Jersey. Also participating with Menendez on the docks of container handling operations at the Port Newark Container Terminal were Rick Larrabee, director of commerce for the Port Authority of New York-New Jersey, Joseph Assante, president of the Port Newark Container Terminal, which is managed by P&O Port Holdings, Vikram Verma, President and CEO of Savi Technology, and Jan Pellens, deputy chairman of a PSA Corp. subsidiary handling 85 percent of the container volume at the Port of Antwerp. Smart and Secure Tradelanes, sponsored by the Strategic Council on Security Technology (SCST), global advisory resource and catalyst for cargo security, was designed to leverage battle-tested, real-time response information technology pioneered by the U.S. Department of Defense, called the Total Asset Visibility (TAV) network. The TAV has been used for years in over 40 countries to track, manage and secure global military shipments for US forces, ranging from food to ammunition, from the manufacturer to the soldier in the battlefield. Although initially driven by industry, Smart and Secure Tradelanes is closely coordinated with the U.S. Customs Container Security Initiative (CSI), Customs-Trade Partnership Against Terrorism (C-TPAT), and the U.S. Department of Transportation's Transportation Security Agency's (TSA) maritime security initiatives, such as Operation Safe Commerce.  The network transmits Shipment ID, location, route, and security information across the complete supply chain from manufacturer to ultimate destination in the United States. Phase one of the Smart and Secure Tradelanes initiative deploys multiple technology enablers such as electronic bolt seals based on Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) and satellite systems integrated with web-based software to improve transportation container security and productivity through real-time information alerts. The announcement was made at the Port Newark Container Terminal in New Jersey, operated by P&O Ports and site of the initial SST deployment on the Eastern Seaboard.  Hutchison Whampoa and PSA Corp, both SST founders and participants, also announced the introduction of the SST initiative at the major European ports of Antwerp, Rotterdam, and Felixstowe (UK). Every year, nearly 300,000 containers are shipped from these three ports to the port of New York/New Jersey representing $20 Billion of annual trade.  Containers on these tradelanes can often originate from other ports in the Middle East, Africa and Asia.

Hutchison Whampoa, P&O and PSA operate at 70 percent of the world's ports. "The Port of New York and New Jersey handled over 2 million containers last year and is responsible for 60% of North American trade," said Senator Schumer. "The introduction of SST will greatly enhance the ports' ability to ensure the safety of our city and our country. The people and businesses of New York should know that their port is taking a leadership role in improving the security of the containers that are coming into this area." "There should be no doubt in anyone's mind that terrorists have used and will continue to use the same global supply chain that makes this economy so strong," Senator Schumer added.  "SST will help protect this supply chain and is a major first step in protecting our homeland from a nuclear, biological or conventional weapon from reaching our shores."  "As the ranking New Jersey Member on the House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee, I understand the important role our ports have as a global business center and economic driver for the region," said Congressman Menendez.  "This is why I am proud to join in today's

announcement of the Smart and Secure Tradelanes initiative.   It is a major

step in protecting our homeland from the threat of unsecured cargo coming into our seaports.  Through the implementation of Smart and Secure Tradelanes, the Port of New Jersey is taking a leadership role in improving and ensuring the security of container shipments coming into the United States."  "Stoppage of any single major port in the world due to an attack would shut down the entire global supply chain for weeks, costing trillions of dollars in global trade," said Assante, president of the Port Newark Container Terminal, a joint venture of P&O Nedlloyd and P&O Ports, which manages terminal operations at the Port of New Jersey and is one of the world's largest port operations with 21 container terminals in 19 countries and 84 ports, including terminals in New Jersey, Baltimore, New Orleans, and Miami "We're convinced this initiative shows the best promise for making sure that the global supply chain is not used as a means to conceal weapons of massive destruction to attack the people and economy of the United States.  P&O is committed to ensuring the integrity and security of cargo entering out ports." It was also announced today that container operations at the Port of New York-New Jersey will join the ports of Antwerp, Rotterdam, and Felixstowe (UK), in securing some of the most critical tradelanes coming into the United States.  In July, it was announced that the SST initiative would link the major Pacific ports of Singapore and Hong Kong with Seattle and Tacoma. "Ensuring container security is a global problem requiring all parties in the supply chain to work together for common solutions," said Jan Pellens, deputy chairman of HNN, a wholly owned subsidiary of PSA that handles 85 percent of the container volume at the Port of Antwerp.  As a result, the Port of Antwerp will soon be linked with container handling operations here through a real-time information platform, providing better assurances that containers coming in here are safe containers - not carrying bombs, chemicals or even terrorists themselves." Initially funded and driven by the world's largest port operators, SST is in the process of actively deploying interoperable technologies, ranging from Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) electronic seals and readers, GPS tracking systems, and gamma-ray image scanners - all seamlessly linked to security application software through the Universal Data Appliance Protocol (UDAP). The Strategic Council on Security Technology also announced today that the initiative is being extended to include a full range of 'best-of-breed' automatic sensing and biometric technologies and an open implementation of ISO-standard compliant electronic seals. "The Smart and Secure Tradelanes initiative is gaining strong momentum worldwide," said General John Coburn (US Army, Ret.), Chairman of the Strategic Council on Security Technology (SCST), a global advisory resource and catalyst for cargo security.  "By having industry fund Phase 1 of the SST initiative, which will be operational by year end, we helped quickly establish a baseline capability that we can build upon.  In phase 2, which will begin next year, we expect US ports to build on this foundation by developing and deploying enhanced processes and complementary technologies that will continue to improve our security capabilities within our ports and to extend that security to shipments as they move from sea transportation to truck or rail systems." Today's announcement marks the first installation of the SST infrastructure at sea ports on the Atlantic Coast, which eventually will be linked with seaports in Europe where cargo containers are shipped into the United States.  Further extensions and milestone updates of Tradelanes on both U.S. Coasts, and in Asia and Europe, will be announced in the coming weeks. The deployment of SST calls for an integrated security and container security system to capture tracking and security events throughout the supply chain.  Working with shippers, carriers, service providers, foreign and U.S. port terminal operators; containers will be tracked and automatically authenticated from the point of manufacturing, port of loading, transshipment port and to final discharge in the U.S. Current solution providers involved in the SST initiative are:  Savi Technology, which helped build and operates the Total Asset Visibility network, which is the world's largest active RFID tracking system for the U.S. Department of Defense; QUALCOMM Incorporated, the global leader for mobile fleet management using satellite and digital communications and position tracking systems; SAIC, a leading systems and technology company, including non-intrusive inspection systems; and, Parsons Brinckerhoff, a 115-year-old company with headquarters in New York City and more than 1,000 employees in that metropolitan region, is one of the largest transportation and infrastructure engineering firms in the world; Sandler, Travis Advisory Services, the pre-eminent international trade consulting firm, is also an active SST participant. Marine Computing International are one of a group of companies in the MIDAS research project funded by the British National Space Center (BNSC) and investigating future means of delivering weather information to mariners.
 

The project is focussing on using detailed current weather data obtained from weather satellites - not just the satellite images that we see on the TV but also data such as surface wind speed, wave height, sea temperature and clarity, and ocean currents. Technology has advanced to a stage where this information can be readily extracted from weather satellite images, and the project is investigating what data is of interest to the mariner as well as looking at the different ways of providing him with the data, in particular with the advances in GSM and satellite communications that are just becoming available.
