First private IC-ENC VAR service (official vector charts from Germany, UK, Netherlands and others)

ChartWorld (Hamburg) announce that on the 1st of July they will be starting the first private service for official ENC (electronic navigational charts) from IC-ENC. 

IC-ENC, located in Taunton (U.K.) is the authority of the ENCs from Belgium, Germany, the Netherlands, United Kingdom, Portugal and Spain and other countries. 

Until recently, only the HOs and other official ENC data producers have been permitted to handle and package the official ENC data. Last month however, the German nautical software company SevenCs has become the first private company accepted as a VAR (value added reseller) by the IC-ENC. 

ChartWorld is a spinoff of SevenCs focusing on chart sales and distribution at several levels. It is now in a position to offer a whole portfolio of electronic charts and the solution is nearly complete. 

"With the beginning of July 2003 we start our IC-ENC service at a base level", says Gert Buettgenbach, the director of SevenCs and ChartWorld "Advanced services will be offered at the beginning of September. With this strategic decision we are able to nearly complete our product portfolio. ChartWorld was founded in March 2002 and in less than 16 month we created a portfolio that starts with regular paper chart services, correction tools like Digitrace and navigational software. It must not raise any alarm on-board the ship.
