SWEDISH CLUB TO EXPAND

TRAINING FACILITIES IN GREECE

The Swedish Club is to expand its training services to members this year, 

when the Club’s Training Centre in Greece moves to new premises in Piraeus.

Clas Rydén, The Swedish Club’s General Manager in Greece, says: “The Club’s 

Training Centre in Greece has been busier than ever over the past 12 months. 

During the third quarter of this year, the Training Centre will move to a 

new, larger base in Piraeus, fully equipped to deliver a range of 

programmes, including Bridge Resource Management (SAS-BRM).”

The Swedish Club Training Centre is the only facility of its kind operated 

by a P&I club in Greece. The three core programmes offered are: SAS-BRM, 

Advanced Firefighting and Hazardous Atmosphere Monitoring.

Ten SAS-BRM courses are held annually in Piraeus. Over 400 masters, officers 

and engineers have received SAS-BRM training in Greece since the programme 

commenced at the Club’s Training Centre in January 1996.

Captain Andreas Leontopoulos an instructor and SAS-BRM Workshop Leader at 

the Training Centre says: “The new facilities will provide more space for 

the delivery of SAS-BRM and other training. The new Training Centre will 

include a special, computer-equipped room with 12 workstations, together 

with syndicate facilities for BRM work groups.

“Beyond the move to new premises, we are also making progress in developing 

a capability to offer the latest SAS-BRM module (Module 14), which deals 

with automation awareness. We expect to offer the new module later this 

year.”

SAS-BRM focuses on the promotion and development of positive behaviour 

contributing to safety, with an emphasis on team work, good communication 

and conformance with correct procedures. The SAS-BRM modules include 

multimedia, computer-based training, case studies concerning collisions and 

groundings, an incident simulation and an analysis of behavioural factors.

The Swedish Club’s Training Centre also provides Advanced Firefighting 

training for over 150 personnel every year. The seven-day course includes 

two days’ practical firefighting at the Club’s Fire Ground some 65 km north 

of Athens. The practical days ensure that participants are instructed in the 

use of shipboard firefighting equipment of all types. The programme also 

includes firefighting and rescue in smoke-filled spaces.

The third core programme offered is Hazardous Atmosphere Monitoring. Around 

100 personnel receive this training annually. The focus is on the correct 

use of instruments, including calibration and interpretation of readings.
