Radio Holland is 85

Radio Holland Marine will celebrate its 85th anniversary at Europort this year (Amsterdam, November 13-17).

At Europort this year, Radio Holland Marine will focus on new technology and virtual links to thhe shipowners’ fleet. 

It will show electronics for deepsea shipping, offshore, dredging, inland and coastal shipping, fishery, survey and megayachts, with systems for communications, navigation, fishery, engine room automation and computing. 

There will be a live computer network on the stand, including a river radar system, Trimble survey equipment, Iridium Sailor terminals, and ship@sight fleet management software. It will have a Transas interactive simulator system with a bridge console mockup, electronic chart dipsplay and radar. 

There will be a demonstration of onboard computer networks for various types of ships, which not only manage office tasks but also link up the maritime electronics systems. “It is often required to provide access to and display of data generated from on-board sensors and systems,” says Annet Boers, PR manager.

“There is a growing demand for sending on-line data between the shore office and the ship,” she says. “The on-board network must therefore be capable of handling/dealing with one or several types of external means of communication.” 

Radio Holland has a computer networking concept called MIND (Maritime IT Network Design), based on marinised computer hardware combined with suitable software and communications, creaeting an integrated computer network connecting the office with the ship. 

The system can take data from all maritime electronics equipment which use the NMEA (US National Marine Electronics Association) interface. This includes navigation instruments, control systems, alarm and monitoring systems, navigation information and operating systems. 

Ship@sight is a remote monitoring and tracking system, using Inmarsat D+ and GPS. A transmitter on the ship sends information about the vessel’s name, position, heading, latitude and longitude; this information can then be made available to the shipowner over Radio Holland Marine’s website (www.rhmarine.nl) with password access. 

The ship’s position can be displayed on electronic charts, supplied by Belgian chart system manufacturer Tresco. Historial data of the ship’s position (going back 6 months is also available). Ship@sight was created by Radio Holland Marine, working closely with Tresco.
