Satenna started out June 2001

Before, Serge Koginsky worked with LESOs for five years

And in co-operation with some French manufacturer developed project of satellite payphones

Publisat – in co-operation with Inmarsat (promotion etc)

System works with any kind of communications link (A, B, C, Mini-M, VSAT, Iridium etc) whatever the vessel chooses, from whichever LESO

Mainly for crew calling and on cruise ships (VSAT)

Means of payment: smart cards, pre-paid cards, PIN-number (up to 200 per payphone can be saved)

Scratch cards are not as convenient as they only exist in certain amounts and sometimes this is lost when seafarer changes ships – incompatibility

But if some larger fleet installs system on more ships with same LESO and comms link, they can be used easily

You still need separate line to avoid blocking the operational coms equipment

Payphone installed anywhere in the ship, all it needs is the hooks to mount it and a cable to connect to coms equipment

Completely based on software updateable

Generic solution for any ship company, no matter which LESO or terminal they choose to base it on

Cost transparency: on the display and record can be printed if connected to a printer

Display in different languages

Where there’s no alternative, people will pay a lot to talk on the phone

Satenna business: 

Payphone only or complete solution (inclusive airtime) for sea and land use or simply other Inmarsat solutions

Works with LESOs needs their support, doesn’t want to be seen as their competitor

From 1st September commercial business, promotion included 1000 payphones, 450 already on order

Extra: free software to practise handling the functionality of the phone
