Development of the Debeg 3400 followed extensive trials of systems in the Baltic area as well as in Alaska aboard Holland America and P&O Princess Cruises cruiseliners.  Meanwhile, nearly 1,000 systems have already been sold for installation on all types of ships.  They include a recent contract to retrofit units aboard NSB¹s worldwide fleet of 77 container vessels.

A companion Display and Control Unit (DCU), the Debeg 3401, has also just been type-approved by the BSH.

JRC claims that its AIS system is installed on hundreds of ocean going vessels. Its system has a built in self diagnosis function to check if anything is going wrong. The controller is 25 inches by 17 inches by 9 inches, the transponder is 60 inches by 9 inches by 10 inches. 
The system has a special “guard ring” feature, which warns the officer on watch of a potential collision threat.  It can run on different channels, in areas which don’t use the worldwide allocated AIS frequencies.
