Transas has won a lucrative deal to supply a vessel traffic management and information system (VTMIS), including GMDSS and UAIS subsystems, along the Black Sea Coast of Bulgaria.

Financing has been supplied by the European Community, through funds allocating to helping central and East European countries prepare for joining the European Union. 

The VTMIS is considered the first step of building a complex coastal infrastructure to ensure safe sailing in the Black Sea. This should also help integrate Bulgarian ports more into the transport chain and link up with inland transportation by rail and sea.
